You will observe that ever since God rested
from His work in Genesis 2:2: * And on the
seventh day God ended his work which he
had made; and he rested on the seventh
day from all his work which he had made”,

He has been working on and through His



carlicr creations in propagating His purposc.
For example, God never created ancther set
of man and woman after the first man and
woman had been created. Rather, he charged
those He had already created to be fruitful, to
multiply and. tc replenish the earth (Genesis
1:28: “And God blessed them, and God said
unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and re-
plenish the earth, and subdue it: and have
dominion over the fish of the sea, and over
the fowl of the air, and over every living
thing that moveth upon the earth”.)

When God is confronted with a need, He
will use what is already available in His cre-
ation to meet that need. When God was con-
fronted with the need to feed His prophet
for a number of years during a famine, He
needed a storehouse of wonders to meet this
need.

The widow of Zarephath's house be-
came this storehouse for wonders, The man
of God, Elijah, discovered a barrel of flour and
a cruse of oil that were almost empty in this
house. However, it was not the prophet but
the God of wonders who located that store-
house for wonders, and He sent His prophet
there {1 Kings17:8-9: “And the word of the
Loep came unte him, saying, Arise, get thee
to Zarephath, which belongeth to Zidon,
and dwell there: behold, [ have commanded
a widow woman there to sustain thee"). We
must learn some lessons from this story of
the storehouse for wonders.

First, the house was available for the God
of wonders to use. My prayer for you is that



whenever the God of wonders wants to turn
a house to a house for wonders, it will be
vours in Jesus' Wame. The question is: will
you be ready to surrender your house to the
Gad of wonders to use for His glory?

Secondly, the widow did not shy away
from a difficult assignment. Although it was
a difficult thing for her to give Elijah her last
meal, she obeyed the command of God and
did as the prophet said. Hence her house be-
came the storehouse for womders. Her harrel
of flour and her cruse of oil became instru-
ments of wonders.

Thirdly, this wornan did not only know the
wonder-working God, she was a sincere and
straightforward woman of faith. She stated
her case as it was. She said, “This is our last
meal; we can't part with it” If it were some
of us, we would not even admit that we
have anything ar all. This woman seemed to
be sayving to herself, "The Lord is my shep-
herd: 1 shall not want, even if 1 swrrender
my last meal to Him." This woman exposed
her miracle meal to the wonder-working God
to work with. This was the exact thing the
young lady in (Matthew 14:17-20: "And they
say unto him, we have here but five loaves,
and two fishes, He said, bring them hither
to me. And he commanded the multitude
to sit down on the grass, and took the five
loaves, and the twa fishes, and looking up
to heaven, he blessed, and brake, and gave
the loaves to his disciples, and the disciples
to the multitude. And they did all eat, and
were filled: and they took up of the frag-
ments that remained twelve baskets full™)
did, and he went home with twelve basket-
fiils as the interest on the five loaves and two
fishes he lent to the wonder-working Lord. |
pray Lhal the Lord will [eed you fal even in
the time of famine in Jesus’ Name.

A potential recipient of uncommon mira-
cles is a workshop of wonders. A classic ex-
ample is the man bom blind from the above
bible passage Mo artisan or craftsman can
do his work effectively without a workshop.
It may amaze you that candidates for mira-
cles are workshops [or Lhe miracle-working
Jesus. When the disciples confronted Jesus
on whether the blind man was born blind as
a result of sin, He sald neither the man nor



his parcnts did sin. Jesus said he was born
blind so that the works of God might be made
manifest in him. Jesus swung into action im-
mediately; with His creative divine ability,
He produced brand new eyes for this rman.

You tooc can be a workshop for the
great Miracle-worker provided you are will-
ing to receive your miracle today. There are
several things we should learn from the blind
man that qualified him as a workshop for
wonders, One of Lhese is Lhal Lhis man was
available for the wonders. One of these is
that this mman was availahle for the miracle,
Before someone can be a workshop for won-
ders, he or she must be available. The blind
man was there at the right time when the
Miracle-worker was to do His work! Another
thing about this man is that he surrendered
himself for Jesus to work on. The Bible says
in John 9:6-7: “When he had thus spoken,
he spat on the ground, and made clay of
the spittle, and he anointed the eyes of the
blind man with the clay, And said unto him,
Go, wash in the pool of $iloam, (which is
by interpretation, Sent.) He went his way
therefore, and washed, and came seeing”.

This blind man did not only surrender
himself to be worled upon, he carried out
all the actioms necessary for the actualisation
of his miracle. The miracle would not have
taken place if he had not cooperated with the
Workman — Jesus, by washing al Llhe pool of
Siloam.

WNaaman was ancther workshop for
wonders who cooperated with the process



required for the actualisation of his miracle;
although this came after his initial self-ag-
grandizement that would have robbed him of
his miracle (2nd Kings 5:13-14: "And his ser-
vants came near, and spake unto him, and
said, My fathey, if the prophet had bid thee
do some great thing, wouldest thou not
have dome it? How much rather then, when
he saith to thee, Wash, and be clean? Then
went he down, and dipped himself seven
times in Jordan, according to the saying of
the man of God: and his flesh came again
like unto the flesh of a little child, and he
was clean”). My pastoral advice to youis that
you should exercise complete obedience in
humility of God, His word and His ministers
if you want to live in the miraculous this
yeat, My prayer for you is that the Almighty
Father will make you a workshop for his mir-
acles, and he will not let your hour of mira-
cles elude you.

God is a wonder and he does great won-
ders. 1 pray that he will perform wonders in
your own life, so that you can testify that
you have experienced his wonder working
powct, in Jesus' hame. Beyond this however,
do vou know that God can turn you inte a
wonder? For inslance, look al Lhe mad man
of Gadara. He was 50 mad that all hope was
lost conecerning his recovery; but when Jesus
touched his life, he was seen not only in his
right senses, but also decently dressed and
even evangelising the goodness of the lord.

Many people who saw him were amazed
and had their doubts as to whether he was
the same person who once terrorised the
community (mark 5:20: "And he departed,
and began to publish in Decapolis how
great things Jesus had done for him: and
all men did marvel”).lhe becaine a wonder!
Lazarus, who had been dead for four days,
also became a wonder and a tourist attrac-
tion after he was raized from the dead. J[ohn
12:9 says this about him: “Much people of
the Jews therefore knew that he was there:
and they came not for Jesus' sake only, but
that they might see Lazarus also, whom he
had raised from the dead".

Several vears ago, during a particular
Holy Ghost we held at the national stadium,
surulere (Lagos) Migeria, there was a man



with a huge growth attached to his neck sit-
ting beside a particular woman. The growth
was 50 huge that it overshadowed his face.
While the programme was on, the woman
sitting beside him kept peeping at the pro-
truding growth. During the sermon the word
of God came that there was someone in at-
tendance with a huge growth around the
neck and that it had gone. On hearing this,
the woman sitting next te this man immedi-
ately turned to look athim and it was agif the
growth suddenly grew wings, flaw away and
disappeared. This worman was so amazed at
this wonder that after the programme was
over, she had already trekked from the sta-
dium to palm-grove, a distance of about 5km,
before she remembered that she had left her
car parked in the parking lot inside the sta-
dium.

when God turn vou into a wonder, even
sceptics will find it difficult to doubt your
testimony because it will be profound. Also
your life will become a perpetual signpost
for Ged's name to be glorified. This season,
as the lord turns you inte a wonder, the
same rmouths that have mocked you and
challenged your God will become the instru-
ments for spreading your tastimony and rev-
erencing your God.

is of no benefit to me, so go and perish with
vour money”. God can be a God of wonders
who also does wonders, but if he has not
done wonders in your own life. His ability
may seem like fairy tales to yvou.

In Genesiss18:9-14, He met a 90 vear-
old worman and said: T know you are 90, and
1 know your monthly cycled stopped several
years ago, but you are going to have a son”,
The woman replied, "I don’t believe yvou!"” God
said, "It doesn't matter whether you believe
or not; [ am the wonder working Ged, and T
will go ahead to do what 1just promised”

A year later, she had her baby Geod's
wonder-working ability became real to her,
Beloved, vou are the next candidate to bene-
fit from thiz wonderful God! This season, the
God of wonders shall show up in your situ-
atiom and turn things around!
